CHILDREN'S MINISTRY

Jesus desires that children should come to Him.
He said to His disciples, “Let the little children
come to me...” (Mark 10:14). We, in Scripture
Union are privileged becanse we are in a mission
where we make endeavors to bring children to
Him. God is using us in 4 big cities of Pakistan
namely: Lahore, Bawalpindi/Islamabad, Karachi
& Peshawar . Besides this, the S.U staff also
visils o the ollowing cities: Kasur, Raiwind,
Sialkot, Gujrat, Faisalabad, Taxila, Wah Cantt,
Hassan Abdal, Kahat, Nowshehra and Mardan
for sharing the Word of God.

Ministry in Schools and Hostels:
At present our stafll wisits 37 schools and 7
hostels regularly and helps young children learn
the Word of God and grow in their Christian
faith. During the year the staff used different
topics according to the need of children. The
children learned about the nature of sin, how to
overcome the temptations, importance of Bible in
our lives and how to please God in our lives. Let
us hear from a student from one of the schools
in Karachi as to how these lessons helped him:

In the past months we had been learning on
“how to overcome the temptation.” It has
helped me 1o trust God more lo overcome the
temptations. I have also learmed the
difference between temptations and a test
Thank God who is helping me lo overcome
tempiations.

Vacation Bible Schools:

sumimers have been a great source to reach
the children through Vacation Bible Schools

(VBS). This wyear foo, we were able to
conduct 23 Vacation Bible schools in
different cities of Pakistan fuwith the

available/limited resources). We thank God
who gave us more than 2000 children. This
yvear the children learned on the life of
“Noah” as to how he obeyed God and stayed
firmed in his faith and commitment in the
evil world. We also trained 85 teachers in
the pre-Vacation Bible School Training,
These teachers helped in the logistics and
also in teaching VBS lessons, During our
pre-VBS teacher's training at S5t. Peter's
Church, Lahore, one of the teachers shared:

I am very thankful to Secrnpture Union
Pakistan  for inviting me in this pre-VBS
training. This training has made me more
confident as I have learned new methods on
“How to present a Bible lesson
effectively”. | believe | can now teach hetter
in the VBS and in future, in my Church
Sundiay school,
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Children’s Bible Clubs:

COur Bible clubs are a great source to reach
the un-reached children.  Few years back
when we started these clubs with the help of
our volunteers we did not know how much
impact they will have in the lives of children
who do not have access to any Sunday
school or a Church. So far more than a
thousand children have been reached
through these clubs located in slums and
villages in the suburbs of Lahore. The
children attend these clubs on a weekly
basis and learn the Word of God through
their teachers, These clubs have also

motivated many children to go to school and
get education.
One of the students of the Bible Club says:

I have been attending this Bible club for last 4
years. [ am thankful to my teacher who
tawght us that we need o cast all our worres
on God because he cares for us. My father
works as a laborer in one of the factories but
due to his sickness he lost his job. We were
so worried,  For few days we had difficuliy
meeting our both ends meet.

I shared wnth my mother that rather than
crifing e need to cast our worries to God, it
was amazing to see that on the same day a
man came [rom the factory owner and gave
some money to my father and also asked him
to come and work as he gets well. We praise
and thank God that now my father is well
and we are living a normal life.

Opening of a new Bible Club in a village
near Narang Marndi:

With the help of one of our volunteers, our
stall visited a village near Narang Mandi and
conducted 1 day program for children. Two
yvoung girls offered their services to continue
the work among the children. We praise God
that more than 40 children are now coming
to this Bible club very regularly. SU Pakistan
provides them teaching material. These

volunteers came to Lahore and got the pre-
vacation Bible school training,
Children’s Prayer Rally:

Prayer is a key part of our Christian life and
we want that the children should also know
this. In this regard we have been
emphasizing in our children meetings on
“how to pray”. To encourage children that
they may know the importance of praver, a
children prayer rally was conducted in
February 2011 in Lahore. In all 250 children
from different schools and churches
participated in this rally. The children
participated in different competitions like
Sword drill (to find the Bible references
quickly), Bible reading, games, etc. The
children also spent time in prayer for our
dear country, Pakistan,

Many children shared that the teaching “on
how to pray"” had helped them understand
the meaning of prayer and they are
motivated to pray regularly to talk with God
who is their father. We believe that our
prayers for the peace in Pakistan will be
answered by God.
